ON THE STRATEGIC PRIORITIES OF THE LIBRARY DEVELOPMENT
OF THE SOUTH UKRAINIAN NATIONAL PEDAGOGICAL UNIVERSITY
NAMED AFTER K. D. USHYNSKY

At the end of last year, the All-Ukrainian Scientific and
Practical Conference “Library in the Modern Information
Space: Problems and Prospects” was held. It was attended
by leading scholars and specialists from various university
libraries of Ukraine. Among the important trends in the
innovation development of the library, as can be seen, the
strategic priorities identified at the end of 2003 remained
even more relevant. It was then that we proceeded from the
statement that the university has a future if the functioning
of its library is characterized by advanced development
based on global trends in the field of information support.
As a result of generalizing the material condition, avail-
able funds and computer resources of the library, as well
as studying the positive experience of leading university
libraries in different countries (in particular, San Jose, Har-
vard, Stanford, Baltimore, Tokyo, Athens, and others) cer-
tain prerequisites for reforming our library were formed.
These prerequisites became the strategic programmatic
preconditions for its future development.

Two stages of library modernization were condition-
ally determined: 2005-2025 and 2026-2040.

The 2005-2025 stage envisaged, firstly, the construc-
tion of a modern material base, which would make it pos-
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sible to implement the anticipatory nature of its moderni-
zation; secondly, the gradual replacement of priorities for
the accumulation of information, which would combine its
preservation on paper and electronic media. In this aspect,
it was planned to transform the operating conditions of the
relevant departments that should ensure this process, that
is, the introduction of computer support specialists into
the library staff. The task of equipping the library with the
necessary computer, copying and Internet equipment, cre-
ating conditions for teachers and students, obtaining the
necessary materials both in paper form and on electronic
media was also set. At the same time, it was envisaged to
start a significant expansion of access to the library’s funds
via the Internet.

The following measures were defined as the final stages
of this period: a) accumulation of not only paper informa-
tion, but also information on electronic media, both texts
and certain video fragments, which would primarily affect
scientific and educational, progressive, innovative, indus-
trial and social achievements in various spheres activities
taking into account the profile of the university; b) entry
of the library into certain consortia with the possibility of
exchange and mutual use of existing funds and resources.
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The second stage (2026—2040) was defined by us as the
period of modernization and robotization of the library as
a certain global and hybrid information base, which will
mainly provide services within the consortium of related
domestic libraries and libraries of other countries of the
world on a virtual level, including cooperation with var-
ious television companies, permanent exhibition centers,
museums that present their online services in the form
of paper, digital, visual, spatial-object acquisitions and
other forms. During this period, the functioning of such a
library gradually transitions to the interaction of the user
with the special works of the library, which accompany
him at all stages of searching for the required information,
familiarization with it, its processing and generalization.
At the same time, the gradual renewal of the staff struc-
ture of library specialists should also become urgent. In
this aspect, traditional-classical specialists should be sig-
nificantly supplemented by programmers of information
databases and developers of specialized robots, engineers
of support and support of the functioning of the library in
order to meet the needs of students, postgraduates, teachers
and other users. The specified stage can be characterized
by the completion of the modernization and technologiza-
tion of the library’s activities in the globalization aspect,
since such probable works will also automatically remove
the issue of language barriers (by translating selected
information for users).

These were the stages of the library’s strategic devel-
opment that we defined at the time.

Considering the resources available today, it was actu-
ally possible to come to the completion of the first stage of
development of the library of the South Ukrainian National
Pedagogical University named after K. D. Ushynsky.

The gains made during this period made it possible to
carry out the following measures:

— to build a modern material base with the possibility
of its anticipatory development;

— to provide it with the necessary computer and
copying equipment;

— to create conditions for the accumulation of infor-
mation on powerful library servers;

— to introduce computer support specialists to the staff;

— to create open conditions for access to library funds
thanks to the Internet;

— to significantly replenish the library’s funds not only
on paper, but also on digital resources;

— to create, with the support of international partners,
the first “Online Interuniversity Consortium” for the
exchange of paper, digital and visual information with a

number of leading domestic and foreign universities of
the world (in 2005, it was recognized as one of the most
innovative and advanced in the university space, but,
unfortunately, due to lack of necessary resources was able
to work for only 2 years);

— to conclude a number of agreements with libraries of
Ukraine and gain access to libraries of other countries with
the support of international projects on mutual exchange
of information;

— to make certain changes in the specifics of the
activities of the library departments, taking into account
the active implementation of digital technologies.

At present, in the context of globalization and
information changes in the world, new challenges arise to
optimize the development of libraries. In this aspect, it is
possible in the coming years to create joint teams with the
participation of the library and other likely partners to build
information support robots with their own specialization in
providing access to various resources, taking into account
their university profile.

Among the new trends in the development of the university
library today, important research by scientists dedicated to the
study of historical heritage, the list of its funds, which were
exported to other countries during the Second World War,
with the aim of their return, should be included.

In view of the current realities regarding the deepening
of the anticipatory development of the library in relation
to the completion of the first and entering the second stage
of its modernization, the issue of consolidating the efforts
of the library team and the department of new information
technologies of the university, various departments on the
preparation of an international grant project for 3—5 years
in cooperation with libraries is urgent of other countries,
as well as permanent exhibition centers, museums,
television companies that store and present their online
resources in the field of scientific, educational, cultural
and other achievements. Such a project can be built on the
model of the second inter-university online consortium
for the creation and implementation of robotic elements
of artificial intelligence in the system of activities of
university libraries as a certain innovative institution in
the global information space, capable of self-development.
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
